licorice

Licorice is a job and tracking web application for service
based businesses built on top of the Ruby on Rails
framework.

I was solely responsible for designing the application, the
UI, programming, XHTML, CSS and documentation.

By prototyping early and getting the product into use very
quickly I was able to use user feedback to iterate over the
app design, improving it each time. This meant that the
core functionality of the project was completed very quickly
— within roughly four months.

Again built on the Ruby on Rails framework, Melon is a
web application for retail/callcentres, which handles sales,
invoicing, ordering, inventory and detailed reporting.

While working on the project I also spent a proportion of
my time helping another staff member become familiar
with Rails. Working collaboratively, we were able to get
this much larger application completed by a very short
dead line.

nutmeg

Nutmeg is a simple content management system for small
to medium sized businesses. It is the oldest product created
at Caramel and was originally developed using ASP.

As part of a refresh of the application I redeveloped the
application interface entirely. The interface is driven entirely
by Javascript, with Ajax calls back to the web server for
all user actions — adding content, administering users,
managing a mailing list and so on.

To handle all of this I developed and implemented a simple
Javascript framework for manipulating the interface. It has
become much more concise, faster and featureful than the
previous version of the application.
